Ordering Guidelines

Student Season Ticket Options: Each student will be given the
opportunity to order a Full Season Package (10 games), plus one
ticket to each option game (two, if married).

Married Students: Married students who have not ordered two
tickets in the past must contact the Ticket Office at 614-292-2624 as
soon as possible to have their online application reset to allow for
the purchase of two tickets.

Seating: Students will have one seating option — General
Admission Seating — students will receive one voucher for each
game in the student season package (and option games if
purchased), which will be exchanged (with a valid BuckID) the night
of each game on a first-come, first-served basis for seating in the
student sections. A total of 2000 seats will be in the lower bowl and
1000 student seats will be located in the upper bowl.
